An Act to Incorporate a Society

WHEREAS a Society called the ., ENGINEERI:-IG ASSOCIATION Preamble. 

OF NEW SOUTH WALES" had under certain rules and by-laws been 

formed at Sydney in the Colony in New South ""ales for the general 

advancement of Engineering and :'.1echanical Science. And whereas 

the Council of the said Society is at the present time composed of the

and should be invested with the powers and authorities hereinafter 

contained Be it therefore "nacted by the Queen's Most Excellent 

Majesty by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative 

Council and Legislative Assembly of [l;ew South Wales in Parliament 

assembled and by the authority of the same as follows:-

3. The present rules and by-laws of the said Society shall be 

deemed a nd considered to be and shall be the rules a nd by-laws of 

the said Corpora tion sa ve a nd except in so far as any of them are or 

sha ll or may be a ltered vari"d or repealed under the powers for that 

purpose therein contained or ar(' or may be inconsistent or incom­

patible with or repugnant to any of the provisions of this Act or any 

of the laws now or hereafter to be in force in the said Colony. 

4. The Corporation shall have power to purchase acquire and hold 

la nds and any interest therein and also to seli a nd dispose of the 

sa id la nds or a ny interest therein and all lands tenements heredit,,­

ments and other proper ty of whatever nature now belonging to the 

sa id Society IInder the sa id rules and by-laws or vested in Trustees 

for the'm shall on the passing of this Act be \'estf'd in and become the 

property of th .. 'aid Corporation subject to all charges and claims 

a nd demands in a nywise affecting the same. 

O rdinary husi - S. The ordinary business of the Corporatioe in reference to its 
ness to be ma n · . . 
aged by t he property sha ll be ma naged by the CouncIl a nd It shall not be lawful 
Council. for individual 'members to interfere in any way in the .. ma·nagement 

of the affairs of the Corporation except as by the rules and by-laws 

for the time being shall be specially provided.

6. The Council shall have the general management and superin. Powers of Conn­

tcndence of the affairs of the Corporation and excepting the appoint- ci l. 

ment of Presidents and Vice-Presidents and other honorary officer, 

who shall be appointed as the By-laws (,i the Suciety sha ll from time 

to time provide the Council shall have the appointment of all officers 

and servants requirf'd for carrying out the purposes of the Society 

and of preserving its property and it may also define the duties and 

fix the salarie3 of all officer> ProvideJ that if a vacancy should 

occur in the Council during any currf:nt year of the Society'S pro-

ceedings it shall be lawful for the Council to "Iec! a member of the 

Society. to fill such vacancy for the unexpired portion uf the then 

current year. The Council may also purchase or rent land houses or 

offices and erect buildings or other structures for any of the purposes 

for which the Society is hereby incorporated and may borrow money 

for the purposes of the Corporation on mortgages of the real and 

c-hattel property (,f the Corp"ration or any part thereof or may borrow 

m oney without security pro"ided that the amount so burrowed 

without security shall never exceed in the aggregate the amount of 

the income of the Corporation for the last preceding y ... ar and the 

Council may also settle and agree to the covenants powers and 

authorities to be contained in the securities aforesaid. 

7. In the event oi the iunds and property of the Corporation being Liability of 
. h . Members. 

insufficient to meet Its engagements eac member thereof shall In 

addition to his subscription for the then current year be liable t o 

contribute a sum equal thereto towards the payment of such engage_ 

ments but shall not be otherwise individually liable for the same and 

no member who shall have commuted his annual subscription shall 

be so liable for any amount beyond that of one year 's subscription. 

8. The Council shall have the cu;;todv of the common seal of the Custody and use 
. - of Common Se.l. 

Corporation and have power to US" the same in the affairs and 

business of the Corporation and for the execution of any oi the secu­

ritiesaforesaid and may under such seal authorise any person without 

s uch seal to execute any deed or deeds and do such other matter as 

may be required to be done on behalf of the Corporation but it shall 

not be m·cessary to use the said seal in respect to the ordinary 

business of the Corporation nor for the dppointmt:nt of their 

Secretaries Solicitor or other officers. 

9. The production of a printed or written copy of the rules a nd Copy of By- law.
