20TH MARCH, 1890.

ANNUAL VOLU?tlE.- The President announced that Volume 
III. of the Society's Proceed ings had been completed, and 
available for issue to members. 

PRESIDENT'S ANNUAL ADDRESS.-The President then proceeded 
to read his Annual Address to the members, and in concludi ng he 

thanked them for the honour they had done him by re-electing 
him as President, and he explained that his recent illness had 
prevented him from dealing with many subjects mentioned in his 
address as fully as he otherwise would have done. 
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Mr. R. Pollock moved a vote of thanks to the President, 

which was seconded by Mr. Hargrave. and supported by Mr. W. D. 
Cruickshank, who took the opportunity of making some explanatory 
statements re the inspection of land boilers, alluded to in the 
address.

a time, and he (the President) considered the Association might 
mark its esteem for him by assembling on board the steamer on 
the day of hi s departure for the purpose of wishing him bon voyage 

and a safe return .

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at 'Mudgee, as Road Superintendent, and was unable to attend the 
m eeting, Mr. H. E. Dickinson, Member of Council, kindly 
undertook to read the paper.

PROPOSED MECHANICAL EXHIBITION.-The President an­
nounced that the question of holding another Scientific and 
l\fechanical Exhibition. similar to the two former ones held by 
this Association, had been introduced in the Council, and after 
consideration, it had been resolved to submit the project to the 
General Meeting. in order to obtain an expression of opinion and 
,decision by the members. Mr. Norman Selfe was of opinion that 
the time was premature for any movement of the kind, owing to 
,the depressed state of trade generally, and also on account of the 
recent disastrous floods in the country. Mr. H. Davies moved, 
" that the question be deferred for consideration for a period of 
s ix months." Mr. R. Pollock considered the time was unfavourable 
for the success of the project, and moved, "that the matter be 
again submitted and considered in twelve months' time." Mrl 
Van de Vdde was in favour of dealing with the matter at once. 
Mr. Diamond seconded Mr. Davies' motion; and Mr. W. D. 
Cruickshank, after referring to the former Exhibitions, which he 
-explained had been held with a view to strengthening the Society's 
financial position, seconded Mr. Pollock's motion. The amend­
ment, " that the question be submitted and considered in twelve 
months' time," was put to the meeting and carried. The original 
motion by the Council was then put and negatived. 
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PAPER.-M,. C. Van de Velde read a paper on "The VaD 
Rysselberghes' Hydro-dynamo System of Electric Lighting." The 
discussion was opened by Mr. G. F ischer, and followed by 
Messrs. Norman Selfe, Fitzmaurice, and Shellshear. The hour' 
being late, Mr. H . E. Dickinson moved, seconded by Mr. Selfe~
