ATilON OF N EW SOU'IJH WALKS " has under certa.in rules and ' 
by-lawa beei;t formed ,at Sydney in the Colony of New 
South Wales f0r the gene.ral advancement of Engineering 
and Mechanical Science And whereas the Council of the ! 
said Society is at the present time composed of the follow­

I ncorporation 2. The President Vice-President Officers and Members 
Clause. Ot the said Society for he time being and all per sons who 

shall in manner provided by the rules and by-laws for t he 
time being of' t he said Sooiety become rrlemhers thereof 
shall be for the purposes hereinaftler ment ioned a body 
corporate by the name or style of the "Engineering 
Associa tion of New ~o'uth W nles "1 and by that name 
shall and may have 'pel'petual succession and III common 
seal and sball and may enter. in~o r G ntracts sue and be 
sned plead and be impleaded answer and be answered to 
defend alid be defended in all Uour~ and places wlui.t sbever

The present r ules and by-la-ws of th.o said Socie_ty laws. _ 
shall be deemed and cOll!:lidened to be and shall be, t he 
rules and by-la ws of the said Cor poration save and except 
in so far as any of them are or shall or may be altered 
varied or r epealed under t he powers for that purpose 
therein contained or are or may be inconsistent or 
incompatible with or repugnant to any of the provisions 
of this Act or any of the laws no w or hereafter to be in 
force ~n tht.' said Colony. 

~~;de!l :~ 4. The Corporation shall have power to purchase acquire 
lands. and hold lands and any interest therein and also to sell 

and dispose of t.he said lands or any interest t herein .and 
all lands t enements hereditaments and other property of 
whatever nature now belonging to the said Society under 
the said rules and by-laws or vested in Tr ustees for ' them 
shall on the passing of this Act be vested in and become

and claims and demand8 in anywise affecting the same. 

Ordinary busi- 5. The ordinary business of t,he. Corporation in reference

(fouocil. sh all not be lawful for individual members to interfere in 



any way in the management of the affairs of the Corpora­
tion exc'ept as by the r iIles and by-law for the time being

superinten&ence of tbe affairs of the Oorporation and cil. 

excepting the appointment of PrelSid~nts and ' Vice-' 
Pre idents anti 'other lionorary" 'Officers who 'sball be 
appointed ajl the by-laws of the SocietYHshall from time 
to time provide the Council s all have ,t he appointment 
of all officers and servants reqhinjd for .carrying out the 
purposes of the Society and ' of preserving its property 
ailld it may also define-tlte1duties and fiki~h:e salaries of all 
officers ProVided ,that if 8. 'vacanG$ gbmtld occdr 'in ,the 
Council dut-iug a.dy cun-ent·year of the SocietY's proceed-
ings1.t shall be lawful1for the Council ,to elec~ a ,member 
of -the .Society to 'fil1 snch vacancy for the nnexpired 
portion of t he then current year. The Conncil may ·also 
purchase or rent land houses or offices and erect buildings 
or other structuhls for any of . t he purposes for which the 
Society is herelly incorporated and may borrow money for 
the purposes of the Oorpor ation! on mortgages of the real 
and ch'attel 'property of the CorpoI'llotion or any part thereof 
or may borrow money without secllrity 'provided that the 
amount so borrowed without securitY ' shall never exeeed 
in the aggr gate the amount of. the income of the· Cor-
poration for the 1ast preceding 'Year and ' the Council 
may also settle and agree to the covenants powers and 
anthorities to be contained in the securities aforesaid.
